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Colonization of America (contd)

About fifty years later in the 1680s, the colony of Pennsylvania was settled by a group of people
called Quakers. The Quakers were not well liked in England, and like the Pilgrims and the Puritans,

they set sail across the ocean looking for a safe place to practice their religion without interference.

The last American colony called Georgia was founded almost forty years later in 1733. It was
settled by people who had been imprisoned in England for not paying their debts. They came to the
New World with hopes of economic freedom and a new life.
